  The highlight of the evening was the recognition of the newest members of 
the Alumni Hall of Fame. In 1990, the Alumni Hall of Fame was introduced to 
recognize alumni who have achieved personal and professional success and 
who have provided support and service to the College.   
 The first inductee of the evening was Terri Escritor, a graduate of Hilo High 
School.  Escritor graduated With Honors from Healdôs Accounting Program in 
January 1997.  She was recognized at her graduation as an Outstanding Gradu-
ateða graduate voted by the faculty and staff to best exemplify the Heald 
Graduate.  She was also selected by her peers to serve as the class speaker.  
She and her fellow class speaker were the first graduates to speak at a Honolulu 
Campus graduationðthe tradition is still carried on today.   
 As a student, Escritor was the ñsteamò behind many campus activities; she 
was coordinator for Healdôs first canned goods drive at the annual Battle of the 
Majors.  This initial effort later led to the collegeôs annual support of the Hawaii 
FoodBank in conjunction with the Battle of the Majors event.  In the past decade, 
the Honolulu Campus has donated hundreds of thousands of canned goods to 
the Hawaii FoodBank.  In addition to her school work and active participation as 
a student leader, she also worked in the Collegeôs Admissions Office as a Stu-
dent Office Assistant. 
 Shortly after her graduation, she continued her support of the Admissions 
Department in a full-time role. Then she assumed the position of Business Office 
Assistant.  After three years at the campus, Escritor moved to Outrigger Hotels 
where she worked for over five years as a Corporate Accountant.  Currently, she 
is an Accountant at AIO Group.  
 While working full time, she attends Hawaii Pacific University and expects to 
graduate with her Bachelor of Science in Business Administration Degree in  
Accounting by Summer 2008.

 To aid in such an important 
cause, Heald College will be 
sponsoring a Blood Drive in con-
junction with the Blood Bank of 
Hawaii on Thursday, June 28,  
between 8 a.m. and 2:30 p.m.  
The Blood Mobile will be parked 
behind the campus on Makaloa 
Street. 
 The basic requirements to 
be a Hawaii blood donor are 
simple:  be in good health; weigh 
110 pounds or more; be 18 years 
of age or older; have allowed 
eight weeks to pass since your 
last blood donation; have not had 
any  piercings or tattoos within the 
last year. 
  On the day of donation, you 
will be required to present a valid 
picture ID showing your name, 
social security number, and date 
of birth.  You will also be asked to 
read some very important infor-
mation on blood donation and 
blood safety. 
 Please allow one hour or 
slightly more for your appoint-
ment.  Although the actual  
donation takes only five to eight 
minutes, the whole procedure, 
including registration and rest and  
refreshments afterwards takes 
about an hour. The hours of the 
Blood Drive have been scheduled 
to allow students to schedule their 
appointments during free time.  
Participating in the Blood Drive 
will not be an excused absence 
from class. Please come to the 
Academic Affairs Office, Room 
201, and schedule your  
appointment time today!
